Hurley graduated summa cum laude from Vanderbilt University before joining Teach For 
America as a 2002 corps member in the Mississippi Delta, where he taught fourth grade

Hurley then joined Teach For America staff as a recruitment director, making Teach For America the leading 
postgraduate employer at three of the four universities in his portfolio: Vanderbilt University, Wake Forest 
University, the College of William and Mary, and the University of Maryland.
